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Affidavit of Dorrance Wedell

1, Dorrance Wedell being first duly sworn upon oath,
state as follows:

I was President of United States Pipe and Foundry Company

("US Pipe") of Birmingham, Alabama from October 1989 until
November 1993.

US Pipe manufactures ductile iron pipe, fittings and valves
in the United States, which are used primarily for water and
sewer distribution and treatment systems. US Pipe sold to
purchasers in the United States and to markets outside the
United States including Canada. In the United States, US
Pipe is one of four manufacturers of ductile iron pipe. The
other three manufacturers are McWane Inc. ("McWane"), which
manufactures pipe through several subsidiary companies,

American Cast Iron Pipe Company (*ACIPCO"), and Griffin Pipe
Products Co. ("Griffin").

In November or December of 1989, I received a telephone call
from Mr. Lee Nolan, an officer of McWane. He requested that
we meet. I had known and worked for Mr. Nolan at US Pipe
pefore Mr. Nolan left for McWane.

I met Mr. Nolan at a barbeque restaurant in Birmingham,
Alabama soon after he telephoned me. At this meeting Mr.
Nolan told me that McWane had recently invested a
substantial amount of money to purchase a ductile iron pipe
manufacturing plant in Canada. Mr. Nolan asked if US Pipe
would withdraw from the Canadian market. He told me that if
US Pipe refused to stop selling pipe in Canada, McWane would
start a price war by cutting prices in the northeastern
United States. I told Mr. Nolan that I did not know enough
about the Canadian market to agree to his proposal but that
I would speak with US Pipe’s Vice President of Marketing,
Mr. Donahue to find out more.

Shortly after my first meeting with Mr. Nolan, I met with
Mr. Donahue. At the time, he was responsible for the
marketing of US Pipe products in Canada. I told Mr. Donahue
that McWane wanted US Pipe to stop shipping to Canada and I
asked him whether this would be possible. Mr. Donahue also
told me that US Pipe had an agreement with Louisbourg
Construction Ltd. ("Louisbourg") whereby Louisbourg would
serve as the exclusive US Pipe distributor in Canada. Mr.
Donahue said that he thought it was possible to get out of

that agreement if he spoke directly with the principals of
Louisbourg.
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
