AGRE?ED STATEMENT OF FACTS

FAMILY HISTORY

The victim in this matter:is Aqsa Parvez. She was 16 years old when she was
murdered in her family home logated at 5363 Longhom Tr., Mississauga. The cause of
death was neck compressions. She was the youngest of c;g;ht children bom to the
accused, Muhammad Manzuuy Parvez and his wife Anwar Jan. Aqsahad 3 older
brothers and 4 older sisters. The’:youngcst of her older brothers is the accused Waqas
Parvez. ‘;

Agsa’s father was 57 ycfﬁ[-s old when he committed this offence. Her brother,
Wagas Parvez, was 26 years cld*a‘

The whole family was b&m in Pakistan. In 1999 the accused, Mubammad
Manzour Parvez came to C a:mda with his eldest son Muhammed Shan when they
claimed and were gmnted refuglt,e status. Agsa’s mother, Anwar Jan immigrated to
Canada with the remaining 7 chﬁdrm in 2001. Agsa would have been 11 years old when
she came to Canada. i-

On the day of the murde#, all but two of the eight children lived at 5363 Longhom
Tr. in Mississauga.

* Muhammad Shan Parvez. He was 31 years old at the time of the offence. After
immigrating to Canada [je married to Shazia Shan. They had one child at the
time of the offence. The/three of them were in the family home in their upstairs
bedroom when the offenice took place.

o Atishan Parvez . He w$ 27 years old at the time of the offence. After he
immigrated to Canada h¢ married Wajiha Akhtar. They had a new-born at the
time of the offence and qhay were upstairs in their badroom at the time of this
offence.

= The accused, Waqas l' ez. After he immigrated to Canada he was married to
Uzma Tabassum. Theythad no children. At the time of the offence, Uzma
Tabassum was upstairsin their bedroom.

s Shasma Parvez . She wﬁs 21 years old at the time of the offence. She shared a
bedroom in the basomeqt with her sister Irim and was home at the time the
offencs took place. v

®» Irim Parvez She was 1# years old at the time of the offence. The basement
bedroom she shared w:l:ﬁ her sister Shasma was a few feet away from Agsa’s
bedroom. 3



o Tahsen Parvez. She was approximately 28 ears old at the time of the offence.
She was married at the fime of the offence and lived elsewhere with her husband.

e Mahwash Parvez. She was approximately 30 years old at the time of the
offence and lived elsew ere with her husband.

All the women in the family dressed traditionally. None of the women in the
family worked outside of E%e The women were finanicially depcndast-on the men
in the family.

Shasma and Irlm were got married at the time of the offence. Shasma was
engaged to someone who was relocating from Pakistan. Neither Shasma nor Irim worked
or went school, They had both ﬂrewously attended Applewood High School. Irim
completed high school in June 2007, Shasma did not complete high school and stopped
attending Applewood some timé in 2006. Since this offence took place, the accused
Mubhammad Manzour Parvez approved Irim’s arranged marriage to someone from
Pakistan who has since immigraged to Canada. At the time of the offence Agsa, was in
grade 11 at Applewood High School. Prior to her death Agsa confided in her counsellor
that her parents had already cho§en someone in Pakistan for her to marry. Aqsa’s eldest
brother confirmed that prelimingry arrangements between his father and the boy’s family

had taken place. i
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CKGROUND LEADING UP TO THE OFFENCE:

Approximately one year prior to the murder, when Aqsa was 15 and in Grade 10,
she started confiding in her ﬁm’zs and school official’s about some problems she was
experiencing at home. She complained of isolated incident of verbal and physical
arguments at home between If and her siblings. Aqsa also disclosed that she was

In particular, she told hc@ Vice Principal that she oo longer wanted to dress
uadmumi]y like the other women in her family and she did not wish fo wear a hijab.
Aqga told her Vice Principal that she was afraid to tell her father that she no longer

wanted to wear & hijab. !

experiencing conflict at home oyer cultural Al difference between living in Canada and back

On November 9, 2006 ﬁﬁqsa 8 Vice Principal organized a meeting between CAS,
a counselor from India Ra:nbow*Senrmcs. Aqgsa and her father. At this meeting Agsa
disclosed to her father she did m-t want to wear the hijab any longer. Her father declined
to give her permission to do 0. {They also discussed the problems Aqgsa was having at
home with her elder siblings. Nﬂ' Parvez assured the officials that he would take care of
the issues that Agsa was having &t home with her sisters and brothers. He told officials
that he was in control of his kat.z.re he made all the decisions and his children do as he
says. " Privately, to an India Rm$b0w counselor, Aqsa explained that she felt her sister
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Irim, who was in her last year at. Applewood at the time, was spying on her at school and
reporting back to her father. Agga completed Grade 10 without any further involvement
between school officials and hez father. Aqsa was referred to a school counseling group
called “Girl Power.” She attendgd 8 sessions and was quiet and shy through out the
sessions. Agsa completed Grade 10 but did not pass 3 of her classes. Her school
attendance also started to falter.:
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In September 2007 Aqsh commenced Grade 11 at Applewood High School. The
school called Agsa’s home when they noted she was absent from school in the first few
days. A meeting was scheduledtbetween Aqsa, her father and school officials on
September 17, 2007. At that tige Agsa’s father told the school officials that he intended
to take Aqsa out of Applewood High School and had plans to enroll her in an Islamic
school. Agsa was asked by the Vice Principal what her wishes were. Agsa said she
wanted to stay at Applewood e.nﬁ she did not want to wear her hijab any longer. After
the provisions of the were explained to Mr. Parvez, he agreed to continue
to let Agsa attend Applewood ppwdsd she passed her classes and did not skip schcol
Mr. Parvez did not give Aqsa pepmsmon to not wear her hijab.

After this meeting on Scptember 17, 2007, Agsa met privately with a school
counselor, She explained that shie was afraid to return home aftsr school given what had
taken place. She explained to hef counselor that prior to the meeting her dad had
instructed her to tell the ufﬁcm]*ﬂ:m she wished to leave Applewood. Agsa told her
counselor that she was afraid he§ father would kill her because she did not say what she
was suppose to say. She also explained that she wanted to stay at Applewood because
she had friends there and she didn’t believe her father was going to register her in an
Islamic school. Agsa explained Bow she wanted to dress like the other kids at school and
have the same freedoms. She explained that she had no freedom at home and no privacy.
She explained that she did not h§ve a door on her bedroom, her freedom to talk on the
phone with friends was restricted, she was required to come straight hame after school
and expected to spend her evenifgs and weekends at home as well. Agsa’s friends
confirmed that Aqsa went directfy too and from school on a daily basis. On two occasions
in the fall of 2007 Agsa was giv§n permission to have her friends visit her at home after
school. Her friends observed tha Aqsa did not have a door to her bedroom. Police later
discovered that Aqsa’s bedroomiwas located in the basement of the family residence, at
the foot of the stairs. Her bedroom had two doorways. The doorway leading into her
bedroom at the foot of the stairs did not have door. The second doorway led to the rest of
the basement and it had a door. ‘[he door which led to the rest of the basement is where
her parent’s bedroom was locateg], as well as a washroom and a recreation room. In order
for her parents to access their bedroom and the upstairs of the home, they had to walk
through Agsa's bedroom daily. E’.}ne of the walls for Aqsa bedroom was also unfinished
and there was an opening through which anyone could see into her bedroom. Every other
family member had a bedroom with a docr. There were three other rooms in the home
with doors that were being used for storage.
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After Agsa expressed her fears about retuming home on September 17, 2
her counselor, the school counselor made arrangements for Agsa to stay at a shelter that




evening. At the end of the schoyl day Agsa returned to her counselor’s office and
appeared afraid. Aqsa went to counselor to report that her father and sister Inm were
waiting for her outside the schodl. This was unusual as Aqsa normally took a school bus
to and from school. The counsejor also observed Mr. Parvez and Irim waiting at the front
of the school. The counselor had Aqgsa wait in her office and escorted her out the back of
the school and into taxi thet took her to a shelter, unbeknownst to her father and sister.
f

When Agsa did not return home after school on September 17, 2007 Mr. Parvez
reported Aqsa missing to the police. When he did so, he told police that earlier in the day
they had had a disagreement over Aqsa not wanting to wear traditional clothing to school.

Agsa stayed in a shelter #or 3 nights. She returned home after receiving a letter
through a friend at school, Amaj Tahir. Amal Tahir was a mutual friend of Aqsa and her
sister Irim. The letter was writtejt by Irim. In the letter Irim pleaded with Agsa to come
home, Irim also assured Agsa that nothing would happened to her if she did and that if
she returned home her parents “h:rc going to allow her to wear what she wished. Agsa
subsequently consulted with herachool counselor and showed her counselor the letter,
Her counselor kept a copy of tha letter (enter as an exibit).

Agsa returned home aftef receiving the letter from Irim and her mother brought
her shopping for ‘“‘western clothes.” Aqsa was permitted to wear non-traditional clothes to
school and she continued to atteﬁd Applewood. Over the next three months leading up
to her death, Aqsa complained t¢ her close friends about the way shs was being treated at
home by her parents, sisters and brothers and her continued lack of freedom. Agsa’s
friends had noticed that Agsa w&s still required to go directly to and from school. Agsa
complained that she was not perﬁittcd to socialize outside of school hours and was not
allowed to get & part time job. $he told her friends that her father did not like the friends
she was keeping. In the fall of 2007 Aqgsa skipped many classes to spend time with her
friends and her marks suffered 2§ a consequence. She was suspended from school twice
in October for her absenteeism and notices were sent to her parents.
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In the fall of 2007 M. Pdrvez was seen on school property on numerous
occasions and was escorted off the property. On one occasion Irim was also located in the
hallway of the school and was asked to leave as she was no longer a student there. She
subsequently left with her father'who was waiting for her outside the school.

In the fall of 2007, schodd officials made a referral for family counseling with
India Rainbow. In a family cougseling session which took place on November 19, 2007,
Mr. Parvez appeared angry and frustrated with Aqsa’s performance at school and her lack
of communication with them. H¢ indicated that he did not understand why Aqsa was so
unhappy after he had allowed hef to wear “western clothes™ and attend public school. At
one point in the meeting he ang:‘?ly told the counselor that in Canada “women are able to
open their mouths because they have rights, but if the same woman was in Pakistan, she
don’t dare open her mouth.” M. Parvez also told the counselor he still used physical
force with one of his adult sons. The counselor cautioned him against using force.
During this counseling session ﬁlilqsa said nothing except that she wes “‘fine” and didn’t
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like one of her classes. Her mutl;er said nothing and just cried. Subsequently, Agsa
privately complained to the cougiselor that her family was constantly making her feel bad
about having left home in September and Agsa confided that she didn’t think that things
would change at home, that she had no freedom. She was only allowed to go directly ‘o
and from school and her father %H}uld not pemnit her to have a part time job.

At the end of Tovembet 2007 Agsa decided she was going to leave home for a
second time. Approximately 2 1.lip.ael-:s prior to leaving home again, she confided in her
closest friends that her father hafl sworn to her on the Koran that if she ran away again
he would Jail her. Her friends ttied to assure her that her father could not be serious.
Agsa tried to explain that her sifuation was different. Agsa also reported to her closest
friends that she was afraid of what her father and brother would do to her. She also
complained that she felt her fatﬂbr and brother were closely monitoring her and driving
by the school to check up on he;

On Thursday, Nm'embtr 29, 2007 Aqsa packed a bag with the intention of not
returning home from school lhail » day but her mother became suspicious. Her mother
confronted her at the bus stop and took away her knapsack with the belongings she had
packed. Aqsa went to school a:tl spoke to her counselar and asked the counselor to help
her find a pla.ce to stay that eventing. Later the same day Aqsa told her counselor that her
friend was going to let Aqsa spdhd the night at her place. Aqsa spent that night at her girl
friends house, the older brother nf whom she had a crush on.

The next day, Friday, thembtr 28, 2007 Agsa went to school as usual and
again did not return to her fa:mly home. She spent a second night with the same
girlfriend. ;

The following mommg. Saturday December 1, 2007, Agsa walked from her
girlfriend’s house to another frignd’s house, Amal Tahir. Ama] Tahir was the friend who
bad passed the note to Agsa fro@ her sister Irim, the first time Agsa left home. After
Aqsa’s first departure from homg in September 2007, Amal had let Agsa know that she

was welcome to stay at her home if she ever needed to, instead of going to a shelter.
I

When Aqse arived at thy Tahir residence, her friend Amal was ot home. But
Amal’s mother, Mrs. LubnaTalir was home. Mrs. Tahir welcomed Agsa into her
home. Mrs. Tahir had previously been made aware of Aqsa’s situation by her daughter
Amal. Mrs. Tahir started to talk to Agsa about what was troubling her. Aqsa was mostly
quiet. Mrs. Tahir was also from Pakistan and had 5 daughters. Mrs. Tahir empathized
with Agsa’s circumstances and pld Aqsa that she was free to stay with her husband and
her daughters for as a long as netessary.

The next day, Sunday, Iiecember 2, 2007 Mr. Parvez called the police to report
Agsa missing. He told police theg he had had an argument with his daughter before she
ran away about the fact that she was skipping school anc other behavior issues. Later the
same day, Aqsa went with Amal's younger sister to visit a friend to do homework. This
friend was Muslim as well and Imew Agqsa’s parents. Once this friend’s parents learned
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that Agsa was staying with the Tahzr s they called Agsa’s home and told one of Agsa’s
sisters where they could find gsa. Later the same evening, Aqsa’s parents and her sister
Irim attended the Tahir residende unannounced. When they arrived, Aqgsa appeared
frightened and went upstairs. I‘

Mrs. Tahir encouraged A;qua to come downstairs to speak with her parents. What
followed was an emotional meeling wherein Aqsa sat on a couch beside her mother and
said nothing, while her mother wept and her father begged Agsa to come home. Mr.
Parvez said he would do whatever it took to have Aqsa return home. Mr. Parvez also
started to cry. Aqgsa said nothing and just looked down. Mr. and Mrs. Tahir stood by and
when Agsa would not respond tp her crying father, Mrs. Tahir encouraged Agsa to say
something. When Aqgsa did spedk, it was only to say that she wanted her parents to leave
and she wanted to stay with the ‘Tahir family and then she left the room. A distraught Mr.
Parvez went on to tell Mr. and ¥lrs. Tahir that Agsa was making his life miserable eand
that he had given her more thar he had given any his other children Mr. and Mrs. Parvez
thanked the Tahir's for looking after their child and left with Irim.

Between Sunday, Dece@her 2, 2007 &nd the date Aqsa was killed on Monday
December 10, 2007, there weremultiple attempts by Aqsa’s family members to persuade
her to return home. During thet week Mr. Parvez spoke with Mrs. Tahir and asked Mrs.
Tahir to convince Aqsa to talk t& him. On or about Wednesday December S, 2007 Aqsa
agreed to go for a coffee with htr father, but only if she could be accompanied by one of
Mrs. Tahir's daughters. Mrs. Tahir agreed. Mr. Parvez picked Agsa up with his daughter
in law, Shazia and his daughter$haama they went to a coffee shop to talk. Mr. Parvez,
Shazis and Shasma all tried to cpnvince Agsa to come home. Her father again offered to
do anything for her in order to vae her return home. Mr. Parvez offered to give Agsa her
own apartment in the basement of their family home and to give her an allowance of
3100 a month. Aqse rejected hﬂg fathers® offer.

On or about Thursday, bmember 6, 2007, Aqsa’s sister-in-law Shaziz attended
the Tahir family home to bring Msz some clothes. Agsa was annoyed that Shazia did
not bring her any western clothds, but just her old traditional clothes. Shazia used the
oppnrtumt}' to try and convince ,:'ana to come home. Shazia urged Aqsa to return home,
arguing that her father’s health #raa suffering because of the stress she was causing him.
Agsa did not agree to come ho:%e or vigit her father.
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On Friday, December '.g, 2007, Aqgsa told her friends that her brother Waqas
picked her up on the way to schol, drove her to school, gave her $10 and tried to
convince her to return home. Agsa told her friends that she was annoyed that her brother
treated her like a child and wou.ﬁ:l think that $10 would get her to come home.

The day before she was | ¢illed, Sunday, December 9, 2007 there was a birthday
perty for one of the Tahir chil at their home. Agsa was present. Agsa’s sister Irim
was invited by their mutual frield Amal Tahir. Prior to the party, Aqsa asked Amal to
ask Irim to bring some of Aqsa’s belongings from the Parvez home to the party. Irim did
not do so. Irim told Amal that 'th:s was stuff her father had purchased and if Aqsa was
